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Rules of Otago Country Club Swimming

Rule 1

Rule 2

Championships

General

The following rules and the attached schedules A & B together
form the basis for running the annual Otago Country Club
Championships.

The Championship Programme is listed in Schedule A and
shall be strictly adhered to.

Swim Clubs participating in the Otago Country Club Champi-
onships must be affiliated to Swim Otago and have their
headquarters a minimum of 10 kms from Swim Otago
Headquarters.

All competitors and officials must be financial members of
Swim Otago.

Championships

The Country Club Championships shall be held on the date and
at the location as set at the Country Clubs AGM.

All entries must be in the hands of the Club(s) conducting the
Championships not less than 16 days prior to the Champion-
ships.

No late or post entries to be accepted.

The minimum size of the pool used for the Country Club
Championships shall be 25 metre X 6 lanes.

Entry Details
Age shall be as at the day of the Championships.

The age groups for individual events shall be: 16 years & Over;
14 & 15 years; 12 & 13 years; 10 & 11 years; 9 years & Under.

The age groups for relay events shall be: Under 16 years; Under
14 years; Under 12 years; Under 10 years.

Swimmers in individual events may swim up an age group but
must swim in one age group only. Swimmers may swim in
any relay event for which they are qualified by age. Swimmers
are not restricted to one relay.

All events are to be swum as timed finals and shall be seeded
with the fastest entries in the last heat; the next fastest enfries in
the next to last heat; and so on except that there will not be less
than 3 swimmers in any one heat.
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F  Qualifying time as set down in Schedule B to be strictly adhered
to.

G All entries must list the swimmer's qualifying time together
with the conversion using the Otago Country Clubs Conversion
Tables.

H In mixed relays the composition shall be: 1 boy & 3 girls or 2
boys & 2 girls or 3 boys & 1 girl. In the Under 10 years Freestyle
Relay and the Open Freestyle Relay the combination of 4 boys or
4 girls or mixed as above is permitted.

Rule 4 Points and Trophies

A Points shall be awarded to clubs on the basis 10-5-4-3-2-1 for
the first six swimmers or teams in all events. A tie will have
the points for the tied places divided amongst the tied clubs.
No points will be awarded if a swimmer does not achieve the
qualifying time.

B The Championship Shield shall be awarded to the club gaining
most aggregate points in all events.

C The Junior Cup shall be awarded to the club gaining most ag-
gregate points in the 12 & 13 years, 10 & 11 years and 9 vears &
Under individual events together with the Under 14 years,
Under 12 years and Under 10 years relay events.

D The Commercial Union General Insurance C ompany Trophy

shall be awarded to the club gaining most points in the 16 years
& Over and 14 & 15 years individual events together with the
Under 16 years and Open relay events.

E The Toko Freestvle Relay Cup shall be awarded to the winner of

the Open Freestyle Relay event.
Rule 5 Officials

A Host club(s) should supply all officials, but may apply to other
competing clubs and Swim Otago for assistance by giving 14
days notice.

B There shall be a qualified Referee, Starter, Chief Inspector of
Turns and Chief Timekeeper at the Country Club Champion-
ships. The host club(s) shall call for nominations before the
Championships for the above positions. If insufficient applica-
tions are received, then the host club(s) must apply to Swim
Otago to fill these positions.

C Any disqualified competitor must be given the reason for
his/her disqualification.

D Each lane shall have two qualified timekeepers appointed with
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onshilps. ’ '

C Any swimmer unavailable to compete at the Country Club
Championships but who is available for selection in a represen-
tative team must indicate this in a letter from their club. The
letter should list certified qualifying times and be handed to the
Country Club Selectors prior to the commencement of the
Championships.

Rule 9 Alterations to Rules

A No change to the Country Club Championships Rules can be
made unless the Club(s) wishing to do so notifies the Secretaries
of all Country Clubs and Swim Otago at least 28 days prior to the
date of the Country Clubs Annual General Meeting. Such
notices of motion must be passed by a majority of delegates.
